Treehouse Theatre Drama Classes are open
to all students meeting minimum age
requirements. We accept students without
regard to gender, race, religion, ethnicity
or disability.

Tuition payment must be made upon
registration in order to secure the student’s
spot.

Children’s and Youth classes: Play clothes.
No flip flops, slip-ons or skirts. Youth, Lab,
and Adult students may be required to
supply their own stage makeup for their
final performances. The instructor will let
students know if makeup is necessary. We
recommend the Ben Nye Creme Personal
Kit, which can be purchased at costume and
theatrical supply shops or online.

Acting Lab is an intensive class requiring a
year-long commitment from the parents
and student. This highly advanced

class is for serious, dedicated young
artists. Admission is by audition, to

be held September 6-7, 2011 at 4:30

pm. Auditionees may attend either or
both days. Auditionees must prepare a
monologue which should not exceed 90
seconds in length. There will also be cold
readings, improvisation, and acting games.

Acting Lab is a year-long commitment. You
may choose to pay in full, or you may
follow the payment plan below. A late

fee of $20 is charged for each payment
received more than three days after the due
date. If two payments are missed in a row,
the student will not be permitted to return
to class.
